 The Dick Criley Activism Award was established in 2000 by the ACLU of Northern Cali-
fornia to honor legendary grassroots organizer Dick Criley from the Monterey Chapter. It is given 
each year to the ACLU-NC chapter òthat has demonstrated a strong commitment grassroots activ-
ism and achieved extraordinary success in organizing grassroots work on important civil liberties 
issues.ó 

 The Sonoma Chapter was honored with this award December 5th in San Francisco at 
ACLU-NCõs Bill of  Rights Celebration. This is the second time that the Sonoma Chapter has received 
this recognition, the first being in 2002. Of  the 17 chapters that comprise the ACLU of  Northern 
California, only the Monterey Chapter, which has also been honored twice, and the Sonoma Chap-
ter have received this award more than once.
